With your group share your findings and journal entries. Ask questions of each other such as “Why did the director choose to show us ________________?” or “Don’t you think the director should’ve __________________?” or “Did you think the director made his point well? Why?” or “Who do you think the director is trying to reach with the message in this movie?” 

Thoughtfully discuss the documentary! 

Make sure you can:

· Identify the purpose of the documentary

· Identify the tone of the documentary

· Identify the intended audience for the message. 

· Identify examples of ethos, pathos, and logos

· Identify a variety of strategies the director uses to help make his point

This will entered into the grade book as a class discussion grade.  Students observed to be off task will be docked points— this includes students with devices out, in use or not.

A drafting day will follow the debriefing day. Students are expected to spend the entire block writing their final assessment for the documentary unit. Make use of your journal entries, your debriefing notes, and your model paper.  This drafting day will be entered as a class participation grade.  Students observed to be off task will be docked points— this includes students with devices out, in use or not. Students who do not finish their drafts will need to complete them at home.
