2. Compare and contrast the use of surveillance/law enforcement.

3. Compare and contrast the use/role of the media.

4. Compare and contrast the role of words and language.

5. Compare and Contrast INGSOC and Norsefire/Suttler and Big Brother.
6.  Compare and contrast attitudes toward religion and science.
7. Winston doesn’t believe in negative actions (ones that are immoral in some way); V does. What is the effect on the messages presented?

8. Corporate control of government (in Vendetta it is the drug companies). Is corporate influence also a problem in our society?

9. Artists use lies to tell a version of the truth. Politicians use lies to tell a version of the truth. Aren’t both forms of manipulation? Both groups have agendas, why is one better than the other?
10. Compare and contrast the endings of the two stories. What messages are presented?
