Eulogy for Troy Maxson
Eulogy: A speech celebrating the life of a deceased individual delivered at funeral services, wakes, memorial services. 

From the play, collect as much biographical information as you can – age, upbringing, education, class, occupation, home life, major life events, responsibilities, ambitions, beliefs, disappointments, regrets, etc.

Make a list of Troy’s strengths and admirable qualities

Make a list of his weaknesses and flaws

What were the metaphorical fences in Troy’s life?

Choose a character from Fences and write a Eulogy for Troy from the view point of that character using the information you collected above.  Examine your tone list and make sure that your speech has a tone that is appropriate for that character. For instance, it is very doubtful that Cory would deliver a eulogy that has a “wistful” tone.  This speech should be about two minutes when read to the class.
