Guided Reading: My Bondage and My Freedom
Objectives: 

· Read and comprehend a nonfiction text

· Demonstrate comprehension through paraphrase

Paraphrase: A restatement of an idea or passage in a text for the purpose of clarification or simplification.  A paraphrasal is a rewording, not a direct quotation.  It needs no quotation marks and shouldn’t contain more than five words of the original in the original order (otherwise it is considered plagiarism).  It also differs from a summary as it may be as long or longer than the original text.  It focuses on restating the content not recapturing the atmosphere, style, and tone of the original.
1) Paraphrase Hugh Auld’s objections to his wife teaching his slaves to read?

2) Inference: What do these objections this say about the power of education?
3) Connection: Is this attitude about education something that prevails today? Do you believe and take advantage of the power of education? Explain.
4) Critical thinking: Is the modern education system itself an oppressive force? Explain.
5) Paraphrase what motivates Douglass:

6) Connection: What motivates you in your learning?
7) Comprehension/Paraphrase: What is the effect of being literate (and thus able to gain knowledge) on Douglas?

8) Connection: Explain how the ability to read and write affects your life.
9) Comprehension/paraphrase: What obstacles does Douglass face in getting an education? 
10) Connection: What obstacles do you face in getting an education?
