The Major Characters

Macbeth – a once loyal general, he has killed his cousin the king, and made himself king
Lady Macbeth – Macbeth’s ambitious wife
Macduff – The Thane of Fife, he wants an investigation into the death of Duncan
Lennox – A Scottish nobleman, he is present in the castle when Duncan is killed

Ross - A Scottish nobleman, he is present in the castle when Duncan is killed
Banquo’s Ghost – the specter of Macbeth’s one time friend
Malcolm- Duncan’s oldest son, he is next in line to the throne when the King is killed

The Murderers – men manipulated by Macbeth into killing Banquo and Fleance
Lady Macduff – Macduff’s wife who believes her husband is traitor because he fled

Macduff’s Son – an optimistic young man

The Weird Sisters - they represent the past, present, and future and offer predictions, visions, and advice
The Scenes
“Blood will have blood.” At a banquet of Scottish lords, the murders show up to report that Banquo is dead but that Fleance has escaped. The new throws Macbeth into fit – he sees Fleance as worm that will grow into a venomous snake, a threat to the throne. When he tries to return to the table an apparition is in his place. The ghost of Banquo enters and Macbeth comes mentally unhinged. His ranting and raving disturbs the dinner, since no one else can see the ghost. Lady Macbeth tries to cover for him, saying that since his childhood he has been prone to fits. Lady Macbeth tells him that he is hallucinating again – just as we was when he visualized the floating dagger that lead him to kill Duncan. She accuses him of telling stories like a grandmother in front of a fire place. Macbeth complains that is used to be that when a man was killed, he stayed dead, but this wasn’t the case anymore since Banquo is at the Banquet. Lady Macbeth accuses Macbeth of breaking happiness and order and sends everyone home. Macbeth tells her that he fears he will now be murdered. Lady Macbeth, herself breaking down, says what they need is sleep to restore their minds. The scene end with Macbeth saying that “They are young in deed” – meaning there are more evil deeds to come.
“Macduff is gone to pray the holy King upon his aid…” The Thane of Lennox interrogates The Thane of Ross about the whereabouts of Macduff. Ross, railing that Macbeth is tyrant who is keeping the throne from its rightful heir, Malcom, tells Lennox that Macduff has gone to England to get the King to get him send the English Dukes, Northumberland and Siward, to overthrow Macbeth. 
“Something wicked this way comes.” Seeking more visions of the future, Macbeth interrupts the weird sisters as the chant. They give him three new, mystical, prophecies: the first tells him to beware the Thane of Fife, the second tells him that “none born of woman” can harm him, the last tells him that he will never be defeated until the forest, Birnam Wood, rises up and attacks Macbeth’s castle. They then show him one last vision: eight kings, each looking very much like Fleance, the last being Banquo. The sisters and the apparitions vanish. Lennox reports that Macduff has fled to England. Macbeth, clearly threatened by Macduff’s action, decides that while Macduff is England, he will attack Macduff’s home in Fife and kill his entire family. 
“Fathered he is, yet fatherless.” While Macduff heads to England, Ross tries to calm Lady Macduff who is upset that her husband has left her and her children and fled to England.  She believes he is a traitor. Ross tells her isn’t, that he is a good man, but can’t tell her much else. Lady Macduff insists that her son is fathered, but fatherless meaning that she thinks her husband is as good as dead.  Macduff’s son tries to be optimistic, saying that they can live “as birds do” meaning they will take whatever comes their way.  They also discuss what it means to be traitor and an honest man – this is ironic as Lady Macduff doesn’t realize that her husband is an honest man. Lennox bursts into the room, warning them to leave immediately and then flees, but it is too late for Macduff’s family. Macbeth and his men storm the house and slaughter Lady Macduff and her children. 
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
