Mini-Research Project: Acceptance Triangles
Day 1

Having used racism as our model for this project, it now becomes time to deepen our understanding of other forms of prejudice that prevent our society from being as great as it could be.  Form a group and then select one of the topics below. Ideally, all of the different forms of prejudice will be addressed.

· Sexism

· Classism

· Agism

· Colorism

· Able-ism

· Ethnic-ism (including Islamaphobia and Anti-Semitism)

· Hetero-ism (Including homophobia)

Now that your group has selected a topic, you have ONE DAY to research for anecdotes (personal stories) and data (facts, statistics, etc.) that you will use to construct your “Acceptance Triangle” tomorrow. Take notes on your subject and refer to the model triangle on racism from our previous class.

Day 2

Using the information and anecdotes you collected yesterday, construct an “Acceptance Triangle” for your subject.  (Yes, if you like you can use another shape that’s more meaningful – and school appropriate ()
