Reactions to “Dark Girls”
The following are portions of former students’ reactions to the film “Dark Girls.” Pick one of them that you disagree with and write a paragraph of response that utilizes the procatalepsis device. Your paragraph needs to be at least 10 sentences and contain at least one example for from the film. You may use your meta-cognitive log to assist your response. Make sure you:
· Use procatalepisis
· Give the other person’s point of view AND the reason(s) behind it

· Explain why the other person is wrong

· Give your point of view

· Give an example from the film and analyze the example: Give your reasoning and WHY you feel the way you do

“…Now I see why hood rats turn into hood rats. They (the psychiatrist interviewed in Dark Girls) said that children “devalue themselves” really early and that their spirit shrinks and they start thinking they aren’t going anywhere because of what they see on TV and how guys treat them and thinking all they’re good for is being some guy’s baby-mama.  So (by the) time they (get) in high school, they just mess around with guys and drugs and alcohol and that’s what happens they go nowhere.  So what do you do about this?”
“…I think the problem is black guys. Like the movie said, they are imprisoned – not like jail, but by (their own) struggles. Like they want to be successful and powerful and the only success and power they know is what white people say success and power is- money and white women.  So black girls can’t wait for black guys to figure this out. They might as well just go get a white guy. At least they (will) be treated better.  Black guys just trying to be white guys anyway. They just don’t know it…”
“…so it isn’t just a black man thing, this is an all men thing. Did you hear the class’s reaction to the women being interviewed?  “She a troll.” “She ugly.” “What the f@#* is that?” They were judging all the girls on how they looked, not what they said or what they went through.  All men can be shallow. Black, white, it doesn’t matter. Until we change how boys are raised, these problems won’t go away.”
“…I don’t think there’s anything wrong with having a preference for black or white skin. You like what you like.  Some guys like blondes.  Some like brown hair. Some guys like other guys. Some girls like older guys. Some girls like really older guys. My mom always says the heart wants what it wants and people need to not be ashamed or afraid. The thing is even if you don’t prefer someone, you still have to treat them with respect. Go Jesus!”
“Women just need to be more secure. Fake tans for white women.  Skin whitening cream for black women – they use it even though they KNOW it causes cancer. Weave to look like white women. Ass pads to look like black women. Make up for everyone. The film gets one thing right: it’s all about insecurity. You can blame us guys all you want, but we aren’t all like that (shallow, judge only on looks).  Women are going to have to do what the movie said. They have to love themselves for who they are and not hate themselves for who they aren’t. This is something no man, white or black, can help with.  The stuff in the media and online, yeah, it’s crap, but that culture isn’t going to bust itself. Women are going to have to get stronger and stop defining themselves by the man they are with. Once the man sees he can’t get anywhere with his attitudes, then he’ll change to get a good woman.  Or just have to be happy with one of those Capital Avenue hos.”
