Secret Blog Assignment
Purpose: 
· I will connect my own ideas and experiences to the text’s ideas and events

· I will utilize figurative language and rhetorical devices in my writing

Premise:

 
You are to write a web log (blog) as if you are living in near future – in the same time period as Winston and Julia.  You have all the memories and experiences you now have (plus any you make up).  You may be part of any of the social groups found in the text, including The Party, The Inner Party, The Proles, The Thought Police, etc.  Not many people have computers, even fewer can access the internet, but you can – so can any of the characters you encounter in the book.  These won’t be actual blogs, but printed representations.
Requirements:

· You will need a an introductory entry (200 words long) and piece of thematically relevant art

· You will need a minimum of six additional log entries.  Each one should use an event from 1984– the events should represent different points in the story.  Two entries from  Part I (3-114), two from Part II (115-246), and two from Part III (247-326)
· Each blog entry should be about 300 words in length – or 150 with a piece of quality, original art.

· The following devices need to appear in your blog:

· Allusions

· Hyperbole

· Oxymora (or paradoxes)

· Procatalipsis

· Personal Anecdotes

· Metaphor/simile/analogy

· Rhetorical questions

· Personification

Instructions:

Option #1: Computer Aided
1. Go to our class page at:  http://kay-os.weebly.com/senior-english.html and find the section “1984” and download “1984 blog page 1” and “1984 blog page 2” – these will be your templates for the assignment.
2. Come up with a title for you blog
3. Come up with an online identity – If anyone figures it out, the Thought Police will be hunting you down.
4. Find or create artwork that connects to the themes we are exploring and use it in the top block of page 1.  Keep it school appropriate…

5. In the bottom box of page 1, introduce yourself, where you are, and why you are writing.
