1. Hyperbole: exaggeration
2. Inflection: Altering the pitch or force of one’s voice to reflect a mood or tone; similar to emphasis

3. Intended audience – a particular group of people targeted for a message
4. Story Choice: An editor or producer’s selection of which events to cover, how much to coverage to give them, and what priority to present the events in.
5. Manipulation of Statistics: Presenting statistics, visuals, graphs, etc., in that deliberately misrepresent data so that it betters your point of view
6. Manipulative Editing: Taking words out of context or taking small excerpts of peoples speeches, comments, etc. in order to  deliberately misrepresent what they say so that it betters your point of view 
7. Correlation: The idea that two things are somehow related; this may be manipulated to incorrectly suggest that two things are related
8. Causation: The idea that one thing causes another, this may be manipulated to incorrectly suggest that one thing causes another
9. Oversimplification: Suggesting or making it seem that an issue is less complex than it actually is
10.   Fallacy: a belief that is erroneous
