1. The Primrose Path: N: the easy and often immoral way of accomplishing a goal

2. Paradox :N: a statement that seems contradictory in which two opposing things are both true (Example: Lady Macduff tells her son that he is both “fathered and fatherless”)

3. Soliloquy :N: in drama, a long speech delivered to the audience only that reflects the inner thoughts of the character (For example: Macbeth’s “Is this a dagger…” speech)

4. Attribute: N: A trait, a characteristic: V: to give credit to someone or something
5. Cite: V: to quote someone or reference their ideas

6. Dictator :N: an individual who has absolute control over a nation’s government

7. Totalitarian: ADJ: of, being, or imposing a form of government in which the political authority has absolute control over all aspects of life

8. Monarchy: N: a form of government in which a royal (a king or queen for example) rules

9.  Paternalistic : ADJ:  related to men, fathers, a society dominated by men

10.  Maternalistic: ADJ: related to women, mothers; a society dominated by women
