1. Dystopia :N: an imaginary place or state in which the condition of life is extremely bad, as from deprivation, oppression, terror, etc.

2. Utopia :N: an ideally perfect place in social, political, and moral terms; often imaginary

3. Propaganda :N:  information that is twisted to support a particular idea and then spread

4. Orthodox :ADJ: the standard, traditional, and accepted way of doing things – often in regard to faith

5. Proletariat :N:  the laborers of a society, the poorest class of working people

6. Bourgeoisie :N: The upper middleclass who utilize the work of the proletariat

7. Jargon: N:  language that is specialized to a particular group, it may sound nonsensical to those outside the group

8. Ideology: N: a body of ideas, a set of beliefs for an individual, group, class, or culture

9. Paraphrase: V: to put someone’s ideas into your own words, though still being careful to attribute them properly
10. Summarize: V: to express or review the main ideas or events of a text
