1. Tone: An author or speaker’s attitude toward their subject, as revealed through their diction, imagery, details, language, and sentence structure.

2. Diction: the author or speaker’s selection of which words to use to help make their point, diction affects both tone and meaning

3. Commentary: Presenting an opinion about a subject rather than reporting the facts.

4. Loaded Words: Purposefully using terms that have a positive or negative connotation to make an audience feel a certain way or believe a certain thing; related to diction

5. Bias: to favor one side over another

6. Objectivity: the quality of being impartial, neutral, taking no sides, showing no bias 

7. Embed: to put one thing within another, to place a quote within an essay with proper transitional material 

8. Emphasis: special attention, effort, or force directed to a certain word, idea, etc. 

9. Euphemism: a polite word or phrase in place of something that maybe rude or offensive or harsh in some way

10.   Voice: the expression of personality through writing, as established by elements such as diction, tone, slang, vocabulary, images, details, jargon,  language structures, etc.
