1. Infer: To draw a conclusion based on what is said or observed

2. Imply: to say something indirectly, to hint at rather that state outright or directly

3. Ethos – an appeal to an audience that tries to establish the credibility of the speaker/writer

4. Pathos – an appeal to uses emotion in order to persuade an audience

5. Logos – an appeal that uses logic, proof, and evidence in order to persuade an audience

6. Juxtaposition  - to hold two things together in order to compare them

7. Anecdotal – based on personal stories rather than data, anecdotes usually are used to appeal to an audiences emotions 

8. Empirical – observed, proven historically or experimentally

9. Proactive -  identifying and approaching an issue in order to solve a problem before it gets out of control

10.  Reactive – working to solve an issue only after it has become problematic
