Symbolic Sonnet Self
Assignment Sheet
In its most basic structure, a sonnet is a fourteen line poem divided into two stanzas, but there are more technical variations, including meter, rhyme, a volta, etc.  For instance, the Italian Sonnet is fourteen lines structured as follows:
Italian Sonnet (Petrarachian Sonnet) = Octave (8 lines) + Sestet (6 lines)

a-b-b-a, a-b-b-a,   c-d-e-c-d-e
The line in the middle of a sonnet that divides the stanzas is called a volta or turn. 

For this assignment you’ll have to utilize at least three elements of the sonnet.

Here is an example of a basic sonnet based on my “art.”
Ophelia is Hamlet is Yorrick is S

This is immortality, this silver skulled jester

for his headless queens laid in dusty roses

all a top a thick-bound book that jingles

his bells upon opening jingles the pages

and starts the story, the pen, the sockets

seeing, and seeing those loves beyond 

his touch, those shaded, jaded unknowns

bodies and beings forbidden like the fruit

But upon Eve’s palm, the calling for the tongue

to loose its flesh and bone upon the page

if nothing else.

1. Create a piece of art (show intentional thought in its arrangement) that represents you.

2. Write a basic sonnet that either uses (or purposefully breaks) at least 3 of the sonnet rules we  have studied.  Note those rules on the back of the sonnet. 
3. Present the art to the class along with the poem.
