The Walls of Troy: The Fences of Troy
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It is no coincidence that August Wilson chose to name the main character of his drama, Fences, Troy. There is a lot of symbolism in his name. 
Troy is also the name of an ancient mythological city, ringed by high, impenetrable walls. Myths have it that Paris, a Trojan prince, as a reward for pleasing Aphrodite, the Goddess of beauty, was given the love of Helen, the most beautiful woman on Earth. The problem was that she was married to Menelaus, a Greek General. Paris stole her away after a celebratory dinner and fled to Troy. Menelaus and his war-loving brother Agamemnon gathered the most massive fleet ever seen, including the and pursued them. For ten years, he and the Greek generals laid siege to Troy.  It wasn’t until the clever Greek general Odysseus came up with the idea of the legendary Trojan horse, that the war was finally brought to an end. The Greek armies boarded their ships and sailed out of view, leaving only a giant wooden horse behind as a “gift”, a token of their surrender. In actuality, they had no intention of surrendering. The Greeks had selected a crew of 30 elite soldier and they had hidden themselves away inside the giant horse. The Trojans took the horse inside the city walls and held a victory party, but after the partying ended for the night, the Greeks snuck out, opened the gates, and pillaged, raped, burned, and murdered the Trojans. This became known as the fall of Troy.
