Mini Lesson: Reviewing embedding quotes

There are two ways to embed material into your essays: In-text citation and parenthetical citation

In text citation: Include the author’s name in the sentence itself. The name should appear with verbs such as “writes” or “states” or “acknowledges”. This phrase may appear at the beginning, middle, or end of a sentence.
Example: “The lengths we go to in order to rationalize this will all be seen,” writes Womack, “as extraordinary.”

Parenthetical citation: The author’s name (and sometimes a page number) appear in parentheses just before the punctuation at the end of a sentence.

Example: “The lengths we go to in order to rationalize this will all be seen as extraordinary” (Womack).
Mini Lesson: Implicit Bias
Given that:

· Hillary Clinton has never been convicted -  let alone charged - with a crime, despite the numerous investigations called for by republicans
· There were more attacks on U.S. embassies under George W. Bush (none of which resulted in a government investigation of the Secretary of State)

· Independent, nonpartisan fact checkers continually rate Clinton as one the most honest politicians in the country

· Clinton’s use of an independent email server was an actually a recommendation by Bush’s secretary of state, Colin Powell (who wasn’t investigated)

Why do you think the dominant view of Clinton so negative? (She is viewed unfavorably by an estimated 53.6% of U.S. citizens.  Do you think implicit bias is to blame?  What are some other options?  Consider the videos we have viewed and the article we have read.  When you write your response, Make sure to: 

· embed two quotes from the article “Stop Pretending”  -  you should use each form of embedding once (underline them)
· Demonstrate your understanding of implicit bias
