            Standard format: Troy was like a raging bear. He was a bad father. 
            Appositive format: Troy, a raging bear, was a bad father. 
            Share these out with the class.
Activity: Writing a Eulogy for Troy (a eulogy is a speech delivered at a funeral)
             Write a eulogy from a character's point of view to be delivered at Troy's funeral. The speech should accurately reflect the characters feelings toward Troy. You need to include plentiful details from the play. Make sure you:
· vary your sentence length (at the end of the speech you should note how many short sentences were used, how many medium sentences were used, how many long sentences were used)

· use three metaphors (with standard or appositive format) underline them

· Use at least one allusion - underline it

· Should be a minimum of 500 words
