Vocabulary List 1: Senior English: Appeals and Citation
1. Ethos: Noun: a set of values that help establish the credibility of the speaker/writer, an appeal to an audience’s values

2. Pathos: Noun: an emotional reaction, an appeal to uses emotion in order to persuade an audience

3. Logos: Noun: Logic, an appeal that uses logic, proof, and evidence in order to persuade an audience

4. Infer: Verb: to use clues to put together a conclusion that an author never directly state 

5. Imply: Verb: to say something indirectly, to hint at rather that state outright or directly

6. Paraphrase: Verb: to put someone’s ideas into your own words, though still being careful to attribute them properly

7. Summarize: Verb: to express or review the main ideas or events of a text

8. Attribute: Noun: A trait, a characteristic; Verb: to give credit to someone or something – when using someone else’ s words or idea, a writer must attribute them otherwise it is plagiarism – a form of intellectual property theft that punished by many institutions and even courts of law
9. Cite: V: to quote someone or reference their ideas. This can be done by either using in-text citation or parenthetical citation.

a.  In text citation: According to Jamie Gangel and Eric Bradner of CNN, former Republican President George H.W. Bush plans to vote for Hillary Clinton, a democrat.

b. Parenthetical citation: Former Republican President George H.W. Bush plans to vote for Hillary Clinton, a democrat (Gangel and Bradner).
10. Tone: the author’s feeling toward their subject (example: irate, indifferent, ecstatic) as developed through imagery, sentence structure, diction, details, and language.
